During their
Sunday service we worshipped
together, "sang" in Arabic, and
shared in communion.

Shean where the bible says the dead bodies of King Saul |
and his sons were hung on the gates. How beautiful are
the feet of those who bring good news in these heathen
Roman ruins proclaiming Christ as King.

All the dance groups got to perform on the boardwalk of Tiberias along the
Sea of Galilee as people stopped and took pictures. One elderly Russian

Christian women was moved to tears to hear Christ's name proclaimed on the
streets of Israel.

At the ruins of the ancient pools of Bethesda, the dancers
spontaneously performed "Healing is in His Hands". Here is where
Jesus healed a man, in his infirmity 38 years, who was waiting to enter
the pools. But Jesus demonstrated He was the
healing water.

Dr. Umidi asked Dave to share at various places.
He spoke on marriage at Cana, the blood of
Jesus at the Garden of Gethsemane, and on the
baptism of the Holy Spirit at the Upper Room. |
